St. Paul’s Youth Ministry is among 
five United Methodist churches in 
Texas selected to participate in a 
youth ministry Innovation Laboratory 
through the Center for Youth Ministry 
Training (CYMT). The CYMT (www.
cymt.org) is an organization that trains 
and educates youth pastors to engage 
in practical, effective, and theological-
ly-grounded ministry. CYMT creat-
ed the Innovation Lab to help local 
churches develop models for ministry 
that best meet the needs of today’s 
teenagers.

St. Paul’s Youth Ministry Inno-
vation Team members are Anjanette 
Blewer, Bob Brown, William Budge, 
Allie Larsson, Ryan Price, Julianna 
Reeves, Rev. Karyn Richards-Kuan, 
Oksana Schwack, Jennifer West, Tavon 
Wilsford, and Tiffin Wilsford. Each 
was selected for a specific role.

In the first of five phases last fall — 
Describing Phase — by researching the 
local community, interviewing teenag-
ers, and completing a congregational 
analysis, the team identified an issue 
that all youth deal with: the stress and 
anxiety of belonging. The team then 
began to wrestle with our church’s rela-
tionship with that issue. 

As the team now enters into Phase 
2, it will seek to uncover the socio-
logical reasons behind the problem 
found most pressing for youth in our 
community. Theology surrounding 
that issue will be examined and poten-
tial solutions will be considered in that 
theological context. 

After testing ideas, the concluding 
“Big Idea” will be implemented full-
scale during the 2020-21 school year.

As an integral part of the St. Paul’s 
Community, the youth realize that 
none of this can be done without 
the rest of the congregation. Interim 
reports on the team’s work will be 
related to the congregation, and the 
team invites questions about its work. 

“This is an exciting opportunity 
to take our youth ministry to the next 
level in order to reach our ultimate 
mission: creating disciples of Jesus 
Christ for the transformation of the 
world.” said Tiffin Wilsford, St. Paul’s 
Director of Youth Ministries and Lead 
Innovator of St. Paul’s Innovation 
Team. “Please keep our congrega-
tion — and the young people in our 
community — in your prayers.
